● Primary criterion: artistic talent and potential
● Secondary criterion: qualification for Express Stream
● Student should also demonstrate ability and/or potential to 

complete the International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma

SOTA Student Financial Support Schemes 
& Scholarships

Students who have been on the Financial Assistance Scheme (FAS) in 
MOE primary schools will continue to receive financial assistance if 
there is no change to the income status of parents.

In addition, SOTA offers bursary and study awards for students who 
meet the criteria. 

From 2020, eligible FAS students will also receive the David Marshall 
Study Award. Funded by Temasek Foundation Nurtures (TFN) this 
award will provide between $1,000 to $3,000 a year to offset the cost 
of education.
